Solution: Deep Foundation Support / Cantilevered Shoring / Tieback Anchors  

 

Mrs. Szekely is in the process of a major remodel to her home overlooking the pacific ocean in La Jolla.  A substantial 

portion of the remodel will include the construction of a new swimming pool and tennis court.  A temporary earth 

retention system consisting of soldier beam piles and wood lagging is required to create a flat area for the swimming 

pool pad. The pool itself will be situated on deep foundation elements in the form of small diameter drilled shafts which 

will have the dual purpose of acting as shear pins to increase the stability of the slope supporting the residential structure.    

 

Anderson Drilling contracted with Goodwin Construction to install 159 LF of temporary shoring having a total cut 

height of 16ô-0ò.  The shoring is to be installed to allow for the removal of 16ô-0ò of fill next to the existing residence.  

Once the fill is removed, three feet of soil will be placed to provide a level pad for the installation of a total of (51) 

foundation piles and (24) tieback anchors. 

 

Restricted access requires that the drilled shaft work be performed with our TesCar drill rig.  The installation of the 

shoring beams had to be craned in over the existing structure with the use of a crane set up at the front of the house.  

Once the shoring is completed, the drill rig will return for the drilled shafts, again with the crane setting the rebar cages 

over the existing structure.  Upon completion of the piles, AN-160 drill rig will be lifted into place and the installation of 

the tiebacks will commence.   

 

This very unique project was estimated by Jim Forcier and is being project managed by Josh White.  Paul Lesmiester is 

the supervisor on site working with our crews performing this complicated and challenging project.

The new Alliante Hotel and Casino is the centerpiece of commerce in the 1,905-acre North Las Vegas Alliante planned 

community.  As our client, Penta Building Group, Las Vegas, was applying the finishing touches to the hotel - casino 

grounds they observed foundation settlement to the entrance retaining wall.   Penta contacted Anderson Drilling to assist 

and develop a solution in the limited space available for construction.   

 

After review and discussion of potential options our engineering department determined that the most efficient and 

effective design included the installation of eight (8) micropiles.  Once the micropiles were installed the existing 

foundation would be re-leveling and supported by new piles. 
 

Our Interoc AN 109 used to install six of the eight piles.  Due to the access constraints we intended to rent a smaller 

limited access rig to excavate the final two piles however, as the work progressed the rental rig was not available to us.  

With the clock continuing to tick the TEAM relied on innovation.  Using a rented bobcat already onsite, they were able 

to mount a top head drive - continuous auger to complete the last two piles.  The footing was leveled using hydraulic 

jacks.  Chris G and his crew completed a couple of days early, which allowed Penta to get the area back to normal.

Located on the 101 Highway just north of Highway 200 a very old and very narrow bridge is in the process of being 

replaced.  The bridge spans across the Mud River, which has many environmental concerns for both aquatic animals and 

birds.  The project is expected to take a couple of years to complete due to environmentally driven restricted work 

windows and demolition phasing of the existing bridge. 

 

Our scope consists of cleaning out (13) 72ò diameter CISS piles.  The cleanout ranges to depths as great as 130 feet.  The 

logistics of the project requires at least four mobilizations over the next two years, we have currently completed two 

phases.  Access limitations to the CISS piles have necessitated that the general contractor build a support system at each 

pile location for our SR-60 drill rig.

As you may have heard by now, Anderson Drilling was awarded a section of a new power line running from the Salt 

Lake City airport to just inside the Idaho border, about 98 miles.  Anderson Drilling has 47 of the 98-mile line.   

 

Our scope of work is complete installation; we are providing all material except the anchor bolts.  There are 

approximately 227 foundations ranging in size form 7ô to 13ô in diameter to about 90ô in depth, (the average is 8ô X 70ô 

deep).  All shafts are constructed using polymer fluid & permanent casing.  

 

Currently we are running eight rigs and an approx. 65 man crew.  We are scheduled to finish in November of 2009.
